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INTRODUCTION   

Purpose 

The Overall Work Program (OWP) is designed to 
meet the comprehensive planning requirements of 
the U.S. Department of Transportation, and the 
California Department of Transportation 
(Caltrans).  It is required of Metropolitan Planning 
Organizations (MPO), such as the Shasta County 
Regional Transportation Planning Agency 
(SCRTPA), in order to receive federal and state 
planning funds.   

OWP Content  

The OWP should discuss the planning priorities 
facing the metropolitan planning area and describe 
all metropolitan transportation and transportation-
related air quality planning.  It should include all 
relevant planning activities regardless of funding 
source to ensure that the OWP is consistent with 
other planning activities in the region.   State 
planning and research-funded activities related to 
the metropolitan planning process should also be 
included.  State and federal funds cannot be used 
for lobbying purposes.  Other related planning 
activities are identified in the Informational 
Element at the end of Section II.  
 
The three basic parts of this document are:  
 
 A prospectus, which describes the 

organization and functions of the SCRTPA, 
transportation planning process, issues, and 
planning emphasis areas. Detailed 
information on the current Shasta County 
Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) is 
available on the SCRTPA website at 
www.scrtpa.org. 

 
 A breakdown of the comprehensive planning 

program for the fiscal year, which details 
services and programmed expenditures by 
work element and identifies responsible 
agencies, work completed and in progress, 
tasks, and products.  A breakdown of staff 
hours, consultant and fixed asset costs are 
included in each sub-work element. 

 
 A financial summary section that provides 

financial and product summaries by work 

element, funding source and amount, and 
responsible agency.  

Interagency Review 
 
The OWP serves to establish planning priorities 
and funding levels within the framework of state 
and federal emphasis areas and funding estimates. 
  
 
The funding agencies review the draft OWP and 
indicate conditions for their acceptance. The 
SCRTPA must address these concerns and make 
modifications, if recommended. In order to assure 
timely review of OWPs, MPOs should provide a 
draft OWP 30 days in advance of the scheduled 
Annual MPO Meeting (March 26, 2009).  
 
A written response to Federal Highway 
Administration (FHWA), Federal Transit 
Administration (FTA), and Caltrans comments on 
the draft OWP should accompany the final OWP.  
This response should explain where and how the 
comments were incorporated into the final 
document.  No work on the 2009/10 OWP may be 
done using Consolidated Planning Grant (CPG) 
funds after June 30, 2010.   
 
The final OWP must be available by May of each 
year in order to provide sufficient time to 
authorize funding of the MPO planning program by 
July 1.   

Cost Allocation 
 
The costs depicted in this OWP represent the 
salaries and benefits of the personnel performing 
the tasks described.  MPOs that charge indirect 
costs in the OWP must include all indirect costs, 
including administrative costs, in their indirect cost 
plans.  SCRTPA does not charge indirect costs.  
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SECTION 1 - PROSPECTUS 

The Region 
 
Shasta County lies at the north end of the 
Sacramento Valley, 100 miles south of the Oregon 
border and 150 miles north of Sacramento.  
Shasta County is the geographical center and 
transportation crossroads of California north of 
Sacramento.   
 
Redding, the county seat, is located along the 
Sacramento River and supports goods movement 
into and out of the region by way of: 
 
 Interstate 5 (I-5) - the state's major 

north-south highway 
    Union Pacific Railroad - the state's major 

north-south railroad 
 State Route 299 - Pacific Ocean to Nevada 
 State Route 44 - Redding to Susanville 

 
The Redding Municipal Airport is the largest 
airport in California north of Sacramento.  
Amtrak’s Coast Starlight train connects Los 
Angeles to Seattle with a stop in Redding once 
daily. Four daily round-trip Amtrak feeder buses 
provide service to and from Redding to the state-
supported San Joaquin passenger rail service 
between Sacramento-Stockton-Bakersfield, and to 
the Capitol Corridor service between Sacramento-
Oakland-San Francisco-San Jose. 
 
As the center of a multimodal transportation 
network, Redding is the region’s center for 
commerce, finance, shopping, healthcare, 
education, culture, and government. 
 
Redding is surrounded on the east, north, and 
west by mountains and forested areas that contain 
a multitude of streams, creeks, rivers, lakes, and 
abundant wildlife.  These factors have contributed 
to Redding's establishment as a regional center for 
recreation and tourism, as well as a popular 
retirement area.  
 
The County’s urban area also contains the cities of 
Anderson and Shasta Lake.   
 
The U.S. Department of Finance population 
estimate is used to estimate the annual County 
population.  These figures are available in January 
of  each year.  The  following table   reflects   the  

 
estimated County population in January 2008. 
Shasta County’s population is projected to 
reach 222,000 by the year 2020.

Shasta County has an area of 3,785.7 square 
miles, of which approximately 450 square miles 
lie in the Sacramento Valley.  Elevations in the 
County range from 425 feet in the Sacramento 
Valley to 3,300 feet in Fall River Valley, and 
over 10,000 feet in Lassen Volcanic National 
Park. 
 
While the mountainous portion of the County is 
generally forested, the valley has historically 
been used for agricultural purposes, ranging 
from dry pasture to orchards and irrigated 
crops.  As urban development has encroached 
on these agricultural lands, agriculture has 
become a relatively less important sector of the 
economy than it once was, although it is still a 
significant component of the county’s economic 
base.  

History 
 

Until October 1981, the Shasta County Local 
Transportation Commission coordinated 
transportation planning using state funds for 
planning purposes.  
 
The 1980 Federal census identified Shasta 
County as a metropolitan area of over 50,000 
people, and thus eligible for designation as an 
MPO and as an eligible recipient of FHWA 
planning and FTA Section 5303 funds.  In 
November of 1981, the Governor designated 
the SCRTPA as the MPO for Shasta County.   
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Memorandum of 
Understanding and Master 
Fund Transfer Agreement 
 
In 1981, the SCRTPA, the cities of Anderson, 
Redding, and Shasta Lake, the Redding Area 
Bus Authority (RABA), the County of Shasta, 
and Caltrans approved a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) outlining legal 
foundations of the MPO’s planning process, 
obligations and responsibilities, organizational 
structure, and the funding process.  
 
The MOU also establishes the responsibilities of 
all parties regarding civil rights and 
disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE).  All 
participants currently have approved DBE 
programs.  The organization structure of the 
SCRTPA is depicted on the chart at the end of 
this section.  The MOU has been revised by 
SCRTPA and Caltrans to incorporate statutory 
changes since 1981.  The present version was 
executed on April 26, 2005.  SCRTPA adopted 
the most recent Master Fund Transfer 
Agreement with the State on February 22, 
2005. The SCRTPA has also entered into a Fund 
Transfer Agreement for the Interstate 5 Fee 
Program Study, now called the “Fix 5 
Partnership.”  

Planning Certification 
 
SCRTPA staff annually review all applicable 
federal regulations and state planning 
certification procedures. SCRTPA staff has 
consulted with Caltrans District 2 and Caltrans 
Division of Transportation Planning staff in this 
evaluation.  The required documentation is on 
file at Caltrans headquarters.  Certification of 
private sector participation in the development 
of transit projects is included in the Regional 
Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP) in 
accordance with FTA Circular 7005.1. 
 
Caltrans works closely with SCRTPA throughout 
the year.  Should Caltrans identify any concerns 
regarding adequacy of the planning process, or 
require additional documents, the SCRTPA will 
be immediately informed both verbally and in 
writing. Corrective action will be mutually 
agreed upon and implemented during the year. 
  
 

 
The planning certification process is now 
accomplished through the OWP approval 
process. By adoption of the OWP, the SCRTPA 
certifies compliance with federal planning 
requirements as follows: 
 
I) 23 U.S.C. 134 and 135 
II) Sections 174 and 176(c) and (d) of the 

Clean Air Act as amended (42 U.S.C. 
7504, 7506(c) and (d)) (Note - 
applicable only to non-attainment 
areas) 

III) Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and 
the Title VI Assurance executed by 
California under 23 U.S.C. 324 and 29 
U.S.C. 794 

IV) Section 1101(b) of the Transportation 
Equity Act for the 21st Century (Pub L. 
105-178 112 Stat. 107) regarding the 
involvement of DBE in FHWA and FTA- 
funded projects (FR Vol. 64 No. 21, 49 
CFR part 26) 

V) The provision of the Americans with 
Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990 (PUB L. 
101-336, 104 Stat 327, as amended) and 
the U.S. DOT implementing regulations 
(49 CFR 27, 37 and 38)  

 
Caltrans recommends acceptance and approval 
of the OWP document annually to the FHWA 
and FTA. 
 
Procurement and property management of any 
equipment acquired and any contracts using 
federal funds will comply with the requirements 
of the Code of Federal Regulations (Section 49, 
Part 18). Appropriate approvals will be obtained 
prior to any equipment acquisition or contract 
award under this work program. 

Inter-jurisdictional Coordination 
 
The SCRTPA also has a role in fostering 
regional cooperation.  The transportation 
systems of the County and Cities are 
interconnected, serving each other's as well as 
their own citizens.    State highways, while 
serving as the major traffic movers of the 
county, may receive spot overloads from newly 
built traffic generators.  
 
The Fix 5 Partnership includes participation of 
local regional planning agencies, city councils, 
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supervisors, city managers, county 
administrative officers, tribal governments, and 
federal land management agencies of the 
jurisdictions along I-5 in Shasta and Tehama 
counties. This regional study will look at 
capacity improvements along I-5, and develop 
a fair-share revenue program.  
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In addition to coordination with federal, state, 
and local transportation agencies, the SCRTPA 
coordinates on an as-required basis with other 
agencies such as the U.S. Forest Service, 
National Park Service, Bureau of Land 
Management, Bureau of Reclamation, tribal 
governments, and federal land management 
agencies. 
 
The work program also provides for the 
coordination of a variety of planning activities 
which are conducted outside the framework of 
the OWP, such as city and county general and 
specific plan review and review of Air Quality 
Management District plans and programs.   

Tribal Governments in Shasta 
County 
 
Shasta County is home to two federally- 
recognized Native American tribes: the Pit River 
Tribal Council and Redding Rancheria.   
 
As prescribed by CFR 23 450.104, SCRTPA has 
consulted with the region’s two tribes.  Every 
effort has been made to include each of the 
tribal government community’s transportation 
planning and programming needs.   
 
Each tribe’s RTP was reviewed and data 
incorporated into the 2004 RTP.  Tribal 
transportation plans will be included in the 
2009 RTP.  SCRTPA will continue efforts to 
establish government-to-government relations 
and plans to progress to formal consultation 
between the tribes and SCRTPA.  
 
The Redding Rancheria has a current 
enrollment of 217 members.  Tribal lands are 
situated near SR 273, south of Redding.   
 
Formal consultation activities between the 
SCRTPA and both tribes will be continued 
within this OWP.  The tribes are participating in 
implementation strategies addressed in the 

CHTP, and have attended Fix 5 and 
ShastaForward>> presentations. 

Congestion and Air Quality 
 
The SCRTPA coordinates transportation system 
performance monitoring and maintains the 
Shasta County Travel Demand Forecasting 
Model.  The model is used to track the trends 
of both traffic congestion and air pollution 
related to mobile sources. 
 
Due to mountainous terrain, calm winds, and 
fairly stable atmospheric conditions, the air 
pollution potential of Shasta County is quite 
high.  Decisions regarding growth, land-use, 
and transportation patterns in Shasta County 
will be strong determining factors of future air 
quality and air quality classification.  Shasta 
County is currently classified as an attainment 
area with respect to all National Ambient Air 

uality Standards.   Q
 
Tribal governments and federal land 
management agencies will be consulted 
regarding congestion and air quality issues. 

SCRTPA Planning 
Responsibilities 
 
The SCRTPA is the agency responsible for area-
wide transportation planning for the Redding 
Metropolitan Statistical Area (Shasta County) in 
compliance with the laws and the guidelines 
prepared by SCRTPA, Caltrans, and the Federal 
Department of Transportation.  This 
responsibility includes development and 
adoption of transportation policy direction, 
review and coordination of transportation 
planning, preparation of an OWP, RTP, and a 
RTIP for the area.  

Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) 

The RTP is a long-range (20-year) 
transportation plan that covers all 
transportation modes in Shasta County.   The 
RTP is based on federal transportation law 
requiring comprehensive, cooperative, and 
continuous transportation planning.  

The purpose of the RTP is to provide strategic 
direction for transportation capital investments 
by assessing regional growth and economic 
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trends. The RTP helps transportation planner’s 
link transportation investments to provide a 
cohesive, balanced and multimodal 
transportation system that will help relieve 
traffic congestion. 

State Transportation Improvement 
Program (STIP) 

The STIP is a multi-year capital improvement 
program of transportation projects on and off 
the State Highway System, funded with 
revenues from the State Highway Account and 
other funding sources.  
Biennially, the California Transportation 
Commission adopts the STIP.  The STIP is 
based on the SCRTPA’s RTIP and statewide 
priorities in the Interregional Transportation 
Improvement Program.  The STIP was last 
adopted in February 2008. The next update is 
due in 2010. 

Regional Transportation Improvement 
Program (RTIP) 
 
The SCRTPA is responsible for preparing, 
adopting and submitting an RTIP to the 
California Transportation Commission every two 
years. The purpose of the RTIP is to identify 
the region's transportation improvement 
priorities that are eligible for funding through 
the STIP. By December 15 of each even-
numbered year, the SCRTPA is required by the 
State to adopt and submit an RTIP (California 
Government Code 65080).   
 
Caltrans, Shasta County, RABA, the cities of 
Anderson, Redding, and Shasta Lake, tribal 
governments, federal land management 
agencies, and the general public are consulted 
in the development of transportation projects 
for the RTIP.  The projects nominated by local 
agencies are screened, prioritized, and 
summarized in the Shasta County RTIP.  State 
and federal funding for certain categories of 
transportation projects is dependent on their 
inclusion in the RTIP.   

Federal Transportation Improvement 
Program (FTIP) 

The FTIP is a comprehensive listing of surface 
transportation projects that receive federal 
funds or are subject to federally required 

actions, or are regionally significant. The 
SCRTPA prepares and adopts the FTIP every 
two years.  The most recent federal surface 
transportation act, the Safe, Accountable, 
Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A 
Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), requires the 
FTIP be prepared and adopted at least once 
every four years.  

The FTIP covers a four-year period and 
contains a priority list of projects grouped by 
year. Furthermore, the FTIP must be financially 
constrained by year; meaning that the amount 
of dollars (also referred to as “programmed”) 
committed to the project must not exceed the 
amount of dollars estimated to be available. 
The FTIP must include a financial plan that 
demonstrates that programmed projects can be 
implemented. Adoption of the FTIP must be 
accompanied by an evaluation and finding of air 
quality conformity. Federal regulations also 
require an opportunity for public comment prior 
to FTIP approval. 

Overall Work Program (OWP) 

This annual work program describes proposed 
transportation planning activities for the 
upcoming fiscal year.  The OWP also includes 
transportation planning activities and studies 
required by federal and state law.  These 
related planning studies address the overall 
social, economic, and environmental effects of 
transportation decisions in the region. 

The OWP serves as the documentation for 
federal and state planning grants that finance 
the SCRTPA’s administrative and planning 
program.  

Transportation Development Act (TDA) 
 
The Transportation Development Act (TDA) 
provides two major sources of funding for 
public transportation: the Local Transportation 
Fund and the State Transit Assistance fund. 
These funds are for the development and 
support of public transportation needs that 
exist in California and are allocated to areas of 
each county based on population, taxable sales, 
and transit performance. 
 
Each year the SCRTPA allocates funds made 
available under TDA to the cities, county, 
RABA, and the Consolidated Transportation 
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Services Agency (CTSA).  The SCRTPA must 
first evaluate transit needs and alternative 
public transportation measures before funds 
can be used for other purposes.  
 
Funding for transit is only provided to those 
needs determined to be reasonable to meet. 

Coordinated Human Transportation Plan 
(CHTP) 
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Under the 
direction of the 
Safe, 
Accountable, 
Flexible, 
Efficient 
Transportation 
Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), 
the FTA requires all projects involving federal 
funds be included in a locally developed plan.  
The SCRTPA was the lead agency for the 
development of Shasta County’s CHTP.  The 
CHTP was adopted in April 2007. 
 
The CHTP provides strategies for meeting local 
needs in public and private transportation. It 
prioritizes transportation services for funding 
and implementation, with an emphasis on 
transportation needs of persons with 
disabilities, older-adults, and individuals with 
low income.  The update of this plan will follow 
the RTP cycle. 

Public Participation 
 
SCRTPA has developed and implemented a 
proactive public participation process. The plan 
was updated in April 2008. 
 
Public participation includes the members of 
the Social Services Transportation Advisory 
Council (SSTAC) as outlined in the provisions of 
PUC Section 99238. The SSTAC assists in the 
determination of transportation needs of older-
adults, persons with disabilities, and those of 
limited means.  The SSTAC is an active partner 
in the development and implementation of the 
CHTP. 
 
In addition, the SCRTPA assembles ad hoc 
committees for special high visibility projects, 
such as the next update of the RTP.  
Committees to discuss performance measures, 
census impacts, Intelligent Transportation 

System (ITS) implementation, and the CHTP 
are also considered in this OWP.  
To maintain coordination and communication 
with the local agencies within the County, a 
Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) is utilized. 
This committee is made up of representatives 
from each of the three cities, the county, 
Caltrans, the CTSA, and RABA.  This group 
reviews and advises the SCRTPA on all 
transportation planning policies and issues. 
 
The SCRTPA website contains information on 
public notices, meeting dates, agendas and 
minutes, and other items of transportation 
interest. The website address is 
www.scrpta.org.  

Specialized Transportation 
Systems 

 
The needs of older-adults and persons with 
disabilities are addressed by specialized 
services provided through local private and 
non-profit organizations.  Transportation 
planning efforts, such as the CHTP, are aimed 
at improving the efficiency of these agencies 
and ensuring safe and convenient modes of 
transportation for older-adults and persons with 
disabilities. 
  
Shasta Senior Nutrition Programs (SSNP) 
 
This non-profit organization provides 
specialized transportation services to those who 
cannot use conventional transit services, such 
as older-adults or persons with disabilities who 
are over the age of 60.  SSNP also provides 
Lifeline service to persons with disabilities in 
the rural areas of the county outside of the 
RABA service area.   
 
SSNP is also the designated Consolidated 
Transportation Services Agency (CTSA) within 
Shasta County, and therefore eligible for 5% of 
Local Transportation Development Act (LTF) 
funds.  The CTSA links intercommunity 
destinations outside of the RABA service areas. 
The CTSA is responsible for coordination of 
social and human transportation services within 
Shasta County, and provides legislative updates 
to such agencies. 
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Redding Area Bus Authority (RABA) 
 
RABA has been in operation since 1981.  RABA 
is a Joint Powers Authority, with Shasta County 
and the cities of Anderson, Redding, and 
Shasta Lake participating.  The system operates 
both fixed-route and complementary paratransit 
services for persons with disabilities as required 
by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 

Technical Activities 
 
The following are technical activities performed 
by the SCRTPA: 
 
 Scenario planning and visioning 

(Shasta>>Forward) 
 Corridor circulation planning and funding 

programs (Fix 5 Partnership) 
 Road system condition studies 
 Performance measure documentation 
 Traffic inventories and analysis 
 Implementation of technology to analyze and 

manage the transportation system  
 Application and coordination to receive other 

state or federal transportation grants 
 
Various projections and information on 
economic, demographic, air quality, and land-
use issues are available to the SCRTPA staff 
through other planning agencies.  

Transportation Issues 
 
A variety of transportation issues and potential 
problems face Shasta County.  Some of these 
are:  
 
 Revenue is not keeping pace with increased 

travel demand and congestion-relief project 
needs.  Innovative new funding sources and 
partnerships are needed along with land-use 
solutions that reduce vehicle miles of travel. 

 
 Interregional goods movement, particularly 

on I-5, needs to be considered in conjunction 
with local mobility needs.   

 
 The system of streets and roads in Shasta 

County is deteriorating faster than it can be 
repaired.  Maintenance needs continue to 
accumulate faster than available funding.  

 

 The potential for transit service 
enhancements, including commuter service, 
needs to be assessed continuously and 
service improvements implemented where 
feasible.   

 
 Bicycle and pedestrian facilities need to be 

improved to encourage use of non-motorized 
modes. 

 
 Conformity of the RTP to federal air quality 

standards must be demonstrated, or funding 
for capacity-increasing projects will be 
delayed should Shasta County reach “non-
attainment”. 

 
 Programs to reverse the deterioration of air 

quality need to be developed and 
implemented to prevent the County from 
becoming a federal non-attainment area for 
ozone. 

 
 The role of land-use planning, and its effect 

on transportation, needs to be given greater 
consideration by the cities and county in 
their planning efforts.  Specifically, the 
placement of residential densities, services, 
and employment drives the need and timing 
for transportation facilities. 

 
 Encroachment from incompatible land-uses 

around airports is the single most important 
issue in aviation planning.  Developing 
airport compatible zoning around airports will 
enhance safety for both on-and-off airport 
uses, protect the long-term growth potential 
of the airport, and maximize the airport’s 
economic contribution to the community.

701.02 Regional Traffic Model and Air Quality Planning 
 
 
Objective:  To maintain the regional traffic model in support of all transportation planning activities and air 
quality conformity. 
 
Description: The SCRTPA Regional Traffic Model supports the development of state and federal 
transportation plans.  It serves as a tool to analyze existing and future traffic conditions on local roads and 
other roadways.  Traffic counts are updated and incorporated into the traffic model to keep the model 
current.  These forecasts assess the safety of the transportation system (23 CFR 450.306(a) (2)). All 
proposed work and resulting products in this sub-work element is necessary and reasonable to develop the 
Regional Transportation Plan (RTP)  and Federal Transportation Improvement Program as authorized by 23 
USC 134.  Project transportation demand of persons and goods in the planning area over the RTP (23 CFR 
450.322).   
 
Shasta County is currently in attainment with federal air quality requirements. SCRTPA must monitor air 
quality conformity should Shasta County reach non-attainment.  Air quality goals related to transportation 
planning are to protect and enhance the environment and promote energy conservation (CFR 23 450.306 (a) 
(5)).    The SCRTPA continues to refine the traffic model to produce projections that can be used in analyzing 
the impact of transportation projects on air quality, cost benefit analysis, and relative ranking of projects.

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702 TRANSPORTATION SAFETY SYSTEM 
 
702.01 System Preservation and Operations 
 
 
Objective:  To collect data for performance assessments and monitoring of the existing road network for 
future system development; to improve efficiency of the existing network; to maximize use of existing 
infrastructure; and to reduce costs of infrastructure investment. 
 
Description:  SAFETEA-LU directs Metropolitan Planning Organizations to address preservation of the 
highway system (23 CFR 450.306 (8)).  This sub-element provides agency staff time for traffic and data 
collection. This data is used to support traffic modeling activities.  Information collected is made available to 
local planners and the public about travel characteristics on the streets and highway system.   
 
This work element funds special studies that allow for agency self assessment of program capabilities and 
performance.  This is an ongoing process in gaining core information to develop better transportation system 
management and operations tools.  The information gathered with our agency partners allow for conducting 
analysis of system alternatives, benefits, and backcasting of model outputs to actuals. 
 
The Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) includes the incorporation of local agency’s programs and special 
transportation projects.  This information is input into the Shasta County Regional Traffic Model and utilized 
for Caltrans benefit cost model. Data collection is essential in the development of projects that could 
determine pavement needs, reduce traffic delays, congestion, improve safety, and improve mobility of the 
overall traveling public on both the state highway and local roads in Shasta County.  
 
Highway Performance Monitoring Systems data is used to support decision process within the Federal 
Highway Administration, the Department of Transportation, and Congress (23 CFR 420.015 (b)). Data is used 
to analyze highway system condition, performance, and investments in infrastructure.  The data is used for 
both authorization and legislation in determining the scope and size of federal-aid programs.   
 

In regional planning, the HPMS is designed to meet the data needs of the transportation forecasting 
process, congestion management activities, and performance-based transportation planning and 
programming activities within the SCRTPA and the local agencies.  The region’s performance measures, 
such as deferred maintenance, account for indicators to be tracked to assist with planning priorities.  
Delaying preservation projects will increase costs significantly. Estimated accident cost reductions are 
calculated for each proposed project prioritized for State Transportation Improvement Program funding.

702.02 Traffic Safety and Monitoring 
 
 
Objective:   To support transportation planning related to the safety of people, traffic, and goods. 
 
Description: Improving the safety of the road network is a core-planning goal in the RTP.  The “Streets and 
Highways” section of the Regional Transportation Plan (RTP) provides an assessment of the current road 
network, relative usage, and safety of the transportation system for motorized and non-motorized users     
(23 CFR 450.306 (a) (2)).  All proposed work and resulting products in the work element and sub-work 
elements are necessary and reasonable to develop the RTP and Federal Transportation Improvement Program 
as authorized by 23 USC 134.  
 
This work element funds collecting and recording data for the purpose of identifying and assessing risks.  
Monitoring monthly trends of accidents provides decision makers with essential information that assist in 
plans for the future.  The California Strategic Highway Safety Plan was recently adopted by the state; its 
strategies and implementation issues provide a number of practices that are being implemented in our region. 
 For example; the goal to improve the quality, timeliness, accessibility, and usefulness of traffic safety data is 
in concert with the tasks listed below.  It is expected that in order to have success in reaching Strategic 
Highway Safety Plan goals for reducing fatalities and collisions will require the actions of many stakeholders. 
 
This sub-element provides agency staff time for data collection.  Data collection for highway travel and 
related statistics is essential in the development of projects that could reduce traffic delays, congestion, 
improve safety, and improve mobility of the overall traveling public on both the state highway and local roads 
in Shasta County.

ADA Americans with Disabilities Act. 
 
CALTRANS Caltrans District 2. 
 
CFR The Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) is the codification of the general and permanent rules 

published in the Federal Register by the executive departments and agencies of the Federal 
Government. It is divided into 50 titles that represent broad areas subject to Federal 
regulation. Each volume of the CFR is updated once each calendar year and is issued on a 
quarterly basis 

 
CHTP Coordinated Human Transportation Plan is a coordinated public-transit human-service transportation 

plan providing strategies for local needs.  It prioritizes transportation services for funding and 
implementation, with an emphasis on the transportation needs of individuals with disabilities, older-
adults, and people with low incomes. 

 
CPG Consolidated Planning Grants allow FTA and FHWA planning funds to be combined into a single 

consolidated grant.  Under CPG’s only one federal agency will administer the grants. 
 
CTC California Transportation Commission.  The state commission that adopts projects and allocates funds 

for the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). 
 
CTSA Consolidated Transportation Services Agency.  A local agency designated by the Regional 

Transportation Planning Agency to implement local social service transportation coordination plans.   
 
DBE Disadvantaged Business Enterprise.  A policy to ensure non-discrimination in the award and review of 

DOT contracts. 
 
DOT Department of Transportation.  
 
FHWA Federal Highway Administration.  One of the modal administrations of the U.S. Department of 

Transportation.  Among other things, responsible for the administration of FHWA planning funds 
program. 

 
FTA Federal Transit Administration.  Federal Funds to provide transportation for elderly and/or persons with 

disabilities, and to aid in the development of transit systems in both urbanized and non-urbanized 
areas. 

 
FTIP Federal Transportation Improvement Program.  A three-year list of all transportation projects proposed 

for federal funding within the planning area of an MPO.  It is developed as a requirement for funding.  
 
HPMS  Highway Performance Monitoring System.  The HPMS is a national level highway information system 

that includes data on the extent, condition, performance, use, and operating characteristics of the 
nation's highways.  In general, the HPMS contains administrative and extent of system information on 
all public roads, while information on other characteristics is represented in HPMS as a mix of universe 
and sample data for arterial and collector functional systems.  Limited information on travel and paved 
miles is included in summary form for the lowest functional systems. 

ITS Intelligent Transportation System.  Is the application of advances in sensor, computer, electronics, and 
communication technologies and management strategies to increase the safety and efficiency of the 
surface transportation system. 

 
MOU Memorandum of Understanding.  A legal instrument representing an agreement between governmental 

entities.  
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MPO Metropolitan Planning Organization.  An organization created by intergovernmental agreement to carry 
out regional transportation planning responsibilities in urbanized areas (with a population over 50,000) 
through an Overall Work Program (OWP).  These responsibilities are mandated by the U.S. Department 
of Transportation as a condition to receive federal planning funds. 

 
OWP Overall Work Program.  An annual program of planning projects required to be accomplished by each 

MPO.  The OWP specifies the scope of each planning element, which party to the MOU is responsible, 
and funding sources and amounts.  

 
PL Planning Funds.  Transportation planning funds are used for activities associated with the Metropolitan 

planning process.   
 
RABA Redding Area Bus Authority.  A public transit authority governed by a board of elected officials from 

the county and City of Redding.  RABA derives its authority from a Joint Powers Agreement between 
the city and county and from a ballot measure passed in the November 1977 general election. 

 
RTIP  Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  This is a phased, multi-year program of planned 

transportation improvement projects arranged by priority, describing each project, funding amounts 
and sources, and time frame.  Projects nominated for funding are approved by the CTC.  The RTIP is 
used at the state and federal levels to compile their STIP and FTIP and assign relative priorities. 

 
RTP Regional Transportation Plan.  A coordinated planning effort of local agencies that identifies and 

attempts to resolve regional transportation issues.  State law requires each RTPA to prepare, adopt 
and submit a Regional Transportation Plan every five years. 

 
SCRTPA Shasta County Regional Transportation Planning Agency.  
 
 
SSNP Shasta Senior Nutrition Programs.  Designated as the counties Consolidated Transportation Services 

Agency (CTSA), this non-profit agency provides senior transportation to the elderly population of 
Shasta County. 

 
SSTAC Social Services Transportation Advisory Council.  As outlined in the California Public Utilities Code 

Section 99238, this group advised the SCRTPA on other major transit issues, including the coordination 
of specialized transit services and implementation of the American with Disabilities Act.  

 
STIP State Transportation Improvement Program.  A seven-year program identifying all transportation 

improvement projects for which the CTC has committed funding. 
 
TDA Transportation Development Act.  Senate Bill 325 created Regional Transportation Planning Agencies 

(RTPA) funded by ¼ cent of retail sales tax extended to include tax on gasoline through the Local 
Transportation Fund (LTF). 

 
TIPs Transportation Improvement Programs.  TIPs refer to a number of transportation improvement 

programs.  Work element 706 contains work tasks for the development and coordination of these 
programs, primarily the RTIP, STIP, and FTIP (see definition above.) 
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
